MillerCoors Annual “Holiday Lites” Show

MILWAUKEE, WI (Dec. 3, 2009) - Milwaukee, Wisconsin is the home of one of the Midwest’s largest holiday productions, the annual MillerCoors “Holiday Lites” Show. The show is presented by MillerCoors at their Milwaukee, Wisconsin campus in the Miller Valley.

The Free public show which stretches five blocks is centered around the historic Plank Road Brewery building. The show includes over a quarter of a million LED holiday lights, theatrical lighting, a live actor, and theatrical special effects, this is all synchronized to the music of the Trans Siberian Orchestra. 

The lights are installed on trees, buildings, light posts, lawns, archways, fences, over streets, and in any imaginable place that fits the historic brewery setting and can be used to play into the production.
The 7 minute show is presented ten times nightly, each Thursday, Friday and Saturday, the first 3 weekends of December. The show is followed by a multimedia program in the Miller Caves and refreshments in the historic Miller Inn. The program kicks off at the Miller Visitor Center.

The show which has been produced for the last five years was started as part of the brewer’s 150th anniversary celebration.

The 2009 edition of the show has added a live opening skit to the production. Mark Vicker of Wisconsin Rapids, plays the part of the MillerCoors lighting tech charged with the maintenance of the rig. Additionally cryogenic effects have been added to this year’s show. The cyro jets are supplied by Fx Worx of Toronto, Canada. 

“With an interactive and extended show this year, we hope to delight all those who visit our Mlwaukee Brewery Tour this holiday season.” said Mike Jones, MillerCoors vice president of corporate affairs.

The show which takes 60 days to install and program is a joint effort of four Milwaukee area companies: Open Road Events, Ltd., Festival Productions, Inc., and Mike Cianciola Production Services along with this year’s lighting designer Aaron Zimmerman from Proline Entertainment, LLC. 
The show which contains 2 universes of DMX channels is programmed on a Martin Maxis board. The show control system is two Interactive Technologies Cue Server Pro boxes with audio and time code playback accomplished with an Alcorn Mcbride AM4 Digital music player.

One of the largest challenges is the winter weather that Wisconsin brings to the endeavor. Over the years the team has encountered rain, sub zero temperatures and up to 24” snowfalls which have buried thousands lights that are integral to the show. Due to the weather, the maintenance of the rig is a continuous process that goes on through the run of the show.
In previous years the Miller Lite brand has chosen to run selections from the show as part of their December Television advertising flight.
